The building's distinguishing characteristic features have been carefully preserved, including the original terra cotta façade and its distinctive classical ornamentation. Also retained are the grand staircase between the cellar and first floor and much of the original granite and marble flooring. The architect for the building renovation is Richard Mann of Cubellis MDGF.
